However, there was observed a clear need to have specific actions to prevent
organizations who, either due to negligence or deliberate actions, affect the
integrity of the FSC system. These include measures to ‘block’ such
organizations from the FSC system and initiate a series of preventive and
corrective measures to address the issue of false claims. In addition, there was
also a need to ensure that organizations do not inadvertently enter into a
business relationship with a Blocked Organization when they outsource
services or want to add a new group member or a participating site.

Despite measures taken by the Russian government to address the issue of
illegal sanitary logging, it remains a problem across the country, especially in
Irkutsk Oblast, and a great concern for FSC. Over the past years, high levels
of illegal sanitary logging and related high-profile cases have been observed
in Russia, specifically in Irkutsk Oblast, including logging broader areas than
defined in the permit, logging healthy trees, or having some authorities issue
a permit without good reason.
