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NOTE FOR STAKEHOLDERS: The addition of pre-consumer reclaimed paper as
claim-contributing input responds to the FSC Board decision on Motion 38 from the
FSC General Assembly 2011. In 2011, the FSC membership mandated the FSC
International to conduct a chamber-balanced study to evaluate the risks and benefits
of valuing pre-consumer reclaimed paper fibre materials as FSC certified content.
